	Reading

	Your child should have an appropriate reading book either assigned by the class teacher or at an appropriate level from the class book corner / school library / home. Please listen to your child read aloud as often as possible. 

Fluency Focus: Fluency in reading refers to how well children can read, considering the following areas: accuracy, pace, expression and punctuation.

You can support your child with their reading fluency. The following strategies should be used repeatedly with the same section of their reading book each week to build fluency.

[image: ]Strategies
Read the book to your child, modelling accuracy, appropriate pace and expression and ‘reading’ punctuation (see below).



Look at the text together and discuss the clues that help the reader know how to read the text. Look in particular at any punctuation that is used. Use the guide below to support your discussions.
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[image: ]Read one sentence at a time to your child, modelling accuracy, appropriate pace and expression and ‘reading’ punctuation (see below). After each sentence, ask your child to read it back to you in the same manner.

[image: ]After both of the above, read the book aloud together (this can be done in sections). This helps your child to identify their pace and expression and work to match it to yours.

[image: ]Read independently where you child can see you in order to demonstrate this behaviour. Make dedicated time and space for your child to read independently. 

Children should read the same sentences repeatedly until fluency is achieved.

	-the reader should pause to show the sentence has ended
-the reader should consider expression to show emphasis and then pause to show the end of the sentence
-the reader should consider intonation to show that a question has been asked and then pause to show the end of the sentence
-the reader should give a slight pause at each comma
-slight change in tone to show that information in brackets is separate from the main sentence e.g. Dinosaurs (a type of reptile) became extinct 65 million years ago.

	Reading For Pleasure
1. Your child will benefit from hearing you read a text to them which is above their own reading level but captures their interests. This will support their vocabulary development and comprehension. It can include fiction, poetry, plays, non-fiction and reference books or textbooks. Exploring new vocabulary and an author’s use of language such as figurative language will support children to use a wider range of words and phrases in their own speech and writing.
